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  Introduction


I remember preparing to minister to a group of college students - young men and women I had the privilege of teaching on the subject of prayer. As I prayed and sought the Lord for direction, I heard Him instruct me very clearly: “Share with them how you pray, Michael.”
Now, I don’t often share the private things between the Lord and me unless He specifically tells me to. That night He was doing something special.
If we turn back the clock to the first night I taught the class, I came prepared. I handed out a detailed prayer packet to everyone in the room. It was a collection that took me hours to compile; it was inspired by the writings and practices of great men of God. It was practical, scripturally grounded, and structured to guide people through effective prayer.
I realized later that in all my efforts to give them a system, I failed to impart the secret ingredient: intimacy. I gave them the “what to pray,” but not the heart behind it.
In the packet, I’d written lines like: “Pray for confession and repentance. Wash me, cleanse me, set me free. Create in me a new heart, a heart of flesh.”. That was enough for me because I knew the depth those few words carried, but I hadn’t yet taught them to feel it and walk it out from the inside, not just repeat it on the outside.
Then one night, everything changed. I delivered the word the Lord had given me, line by line, moment by moment. His presence came in so strong, I had to sit down to continue. The weight of His glory was tangible in the room.
I shared how I pray, not just the polished version, but the raw, living conversation I have with my Father. I told them that the Lord had shown me He wanted to give gifts that night, spiritual gifts. By faith I declared the release of those gifts.
And just like that, the Holy Spirit moved, gifts were activated, and manifestations followed. Students wept, prayed, received, and even turned their attention to bless and pray over me. That night was a turning point, and not just for them, but for me too.
It was confirmation of things I had been believing for; a glimpse into what happens when you truly obey the voice of the Lord. That one act of obedience unlocked a flow of divine alignment and clarity.
Later that same week, the Lord told me to write this book. You’re reading these words now only because I chose to listen.
You might ask, “How do you hear God like that?”
My answer is simple: I made the effort, I positioned myself, and I pursued relationship. I wasn't interested in religion or performance. I wanted friendship with God. It's not a fantasy, it’s a promise.
In this book, I will walk you through simple, Spirit-led steps to cultivate an intimate relationship with your Heavenly Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit. He’s not far away and He’s not hiding, but He’s speaking even now. The question is: Are you willing to hear His voice?
My prayer is that every person who reads and puts these truths into practice will experience a deep, vibrant, and unshakable relationship with God.
Get ready. I love you. But more importantly, God loves you.






  
  Chapter 1
Pray to the Father


“But you, when you pray, go into your room, and when you have shut your door, pray to your Father who is in the secret place; and your Father who sees in secret will reward you openly.” Matthew 6:6 
“And in that day you will ask Me nothing. Most assuredly, I say to you, whatever you ask the Father in My name He will give you. Until now you have asked nothing in My name. Ask, and you will receive, that your joy may be full.” John 16:23–24
Intimacy with God is not stumbled upon, it is cultivated; and that cultivation begins with understanding how we are to approach Him. Prayer is not a religious duty, it is a covenant privilege, a lifeline to the heart of the Father. In the school of intimacy, our first lesson is not lofty theological speculation, but this simple, powerful truth: we are to pray to the Father in the name of Jesus.
Prayer Begins with Alignment
Jesus didn’t say, “Pray to Me,” even though He is worthy of all worship. He didn’t say, “Petition the Spirit,” even though the Spirit empowers us and intercedes through us. Jesus revealed the divine order of prayer: we pray to the Father, in the name of Jesus, by the Holy Spirit. When we pray in line with God's revealed structure, Heaven backs our prayers with authority.
It’s not about formulas; it’s about divine fellowship that’s rooted in spiritual order.
A Controversial Truth of Misplaced Devotion
Truth has a way of disrupting our traditions and bringing freedom. When Jesus walked the earth, He continually confronted systems that diluted the purity of God’s design. Likewise, this chapter gently, but firmly challenges unscriptural prayer practices that have been accepted in many circles without question. This is not to tear down people, it's to build up the body of Christ in truth and power.
Deceptions That Dilute Intimacy
Praying to Mary: When Honor Becomes Idolatry
Mary was favored, chosen, and honored above women, but never exalted to divine status. Scripture never presents her as an intercessor between God and man. That role belongs to Jesus alone (1 Timothy 2:5).
To divert prayer to Mary, even with the noblest intentions, is to place our faith in a vessel rather than the Source. Honor without clarity becomes a subtle form of idolatry.
Revelation 12:17 describes Mary as the woman who gave birth to the Messiah. It's symbolic of God’s redemptive plan, but it never gives her priestly function. Mary prayed to God, and so should we.
The question must be asked: Would Mary herself accept the prayers people offer her today? Or would she, like Peter at Cornelius’ house, say, “Stand up; I too am just a human.”? (Acts 10:25–26)
Praying to Saints: A Misunderstanding of Spiritual Authority
The “saints” of the Bible are not celestial intermediaries; they are the sanctified believers in Christ. When Revelation 5:8 and 8:3–4 speak of prayers and incense, it is symbolic of the saints’ prayers ascending to God, not prayers to the saints themselves.
Each time scripture illustrates prayer, it shows a direct approach to God. No detours. No spiritual bureaucracy. Why outsource your prayer when Jesus tore the veil and granted us direct access? Jesus didn’t shed His blood to give us middlemen, He shed it to give us access. (Hebrews 4:16)
Praying to Angels: A Dangerous Substitution
Hebrews 1:14 tells us angels are “ministering spirits sent forth to minister for those who will inherit salvation.” They serve God’s people, but they do not receive prayer.
Colossians 2:18 warns us against the worship of angels because it opens the door to spiritual deception. Even John, overwhelmed in Revelation, attempted to worship an angel and was immediately corrected. (Revelation 22:8–9)
God alone hears and answers prayer. Prayer directed toward angels may invite counterfeit encounters, as even Satan masquerades as an angel of light. (2 Corinthians 11:14) What begins as fascination can easily end in deception.
The Way Jesus Taught: Direct Access to the Father
When Jesus taught His disciples to pray, He began with: “Our Father in Heaven...” (Matthew 6:9)
The phrase 'Our Father' was revolutionary. In one breath, Jesus shifted the paradigm from formal religion to relational access. Through Jesus, we are not merely servants, we are sons and daughters.
“...whatever you ask the Father in My name He will give you.” (John 16:23)
To pray in Jesus’ name is not to tag a phrase at the end of your prayer, but it is to come in the authority of His person, backed by His blood, with the confidence of a son who knows his Father hears him. When we pray to the Father in Jesus’ name, we are stepping into the divine protocol that unlocks results.
Building Bridges, Not Walls
A well-known minister was once asked, "Why don’t you pray to Mary?”. He responded with wisdom and grace, “Why not pray the way Mary prayed?”, to which she replied, “How did she pray?”, and he said, “To the Father, in Jesus’ name.”
His response didn't stir up division, it stirred up conviction. That moment became a turning point for her prayer life. The truth spoken in love doesn’t condemn; it calls, invites, and frees.
The Power of Scriptural Prayer
“Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; and the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus." Philippians 4:6–7
Scripture not only reveals that we should pray, but also to Whom we should pray. When we do so rightly, it yield divine peace and spiritual confidence. He then guards our hearts and minds, not just because we prayed, but because we prayed rightly.
This Is Where Intimacy Begins
The first step of praying to the Father starts with establishing connection. Technique needs to be adjusted and relationship needs to be aligned. When you address God as your Father, you are anchoring yourself in His identity, security, and covenant love.
The Father is not distant or hard to reach. He’s not waiting behind a religious curtain, He’s waiting in the secret place. He is not in rituals, but in relationship; and not through mediators, but through His Son.
Pray this: Heavenly Father, thank You for the access I have to You through Jesus. Reveal Yourself to me not just as God Almighty, but as my Father. May the truth of Your Word uproot every religious mindset and replace it with revelation. Teach me to pray in the order Heaven honors. I refuse the substitutes of tradition and embrace the power of direct communion with You. Draw me into the secret place where reward, restoration, and revelation await. In Jesus’ mighty name, Amen.






  
  Chapter 2
Confession


“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9 
Confession is not just a spiritual discipline; it's the divine key that unlocks the cleansing floodgates of God's mercy. It's not a shame-filled ritual, but a covenant invitation into God’s justice and faithfulness. He wants to forgive and He longs to cleanse, but He requires our participation through confession.
In the pursuit of intimacy with God, confession is where the veil of pretense is torn and raw honesty births restoration. It’s not about dwelling on sin; it’s about clearing the path so nothing hinders the presence, power, and voice of God in your life.

Why Confession Still Matters Under Grace
Some argue, “We’re under grace! Why confess?”, but grace does not remove the need for repentance, it empowers it. Grace is not God ignoring sin; it’s God empowering you to overcome it. Confession is our cooperation with that grace. We don’t confess to get saved all over again, we confess to remain clean in relationship, to keep our spiritual senses sharp, and to maintain unbroken fellowship with our Father.
1 John 1:9 was written to believers, not the world. Why? Because even though sin doesn’t break our position in Christ, it can break our communion and rob us of clarity, confidence, and intimacy.
Revival Always Begins with Repentance
When Peter preached on the day of Pentecost, he didn’t start with miracles, he started with a call to repentance:
“Repent, and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins…” Acts 2:38
That altar call wasn't built on emotion, but on the eternal urgency of reconciliation with God. And what followed? Three thousand souls added and a church ignited with signs, wonders, and power.
No revival in history has bypassed repentance. No outpouring of the Spirit has flowed through hardened, unrepentant hearts. We cry out for revival, but have we first knelt before God in confession? Are we daily living as vessels constantly purified for His glory?
You can’t host fire in a house filled with debris. The Holy Spirit is drawn to purity and confession is how we keep the temple clean.
Confession Is Agreement with God
The Greek word for confess is homologeo, which means "to say the same thing as". To confess is to come into agreement with God’s Word about our sin without excuses, minimizing, or blame-shifting.
When David sinned, he didn’t blame Bathsheba or his position as king. He said: “Against You, You only, have I sinned…” Psalm 51:4 – "You" is referring to God.
True confession is not a public performance; it’s a personal reckoning. It says, “God, You are right. I was wrong. I come out of hiding.”
Two Kings, Two Outcomes
David confessed and was restored. Saul confessed and was rejected. What was the difference? David was broken and honest. He took ownership. His repentance was vertical and directed toward God.
Saul, however, was defensive and surface-level. He said the right words, but for the wrong reason - to save face. His confession was horizontal, directed toward people, not God.
One was restored, but the other replaced.
This distinction is critical. Confession must come from the heart, not the lips alone. God doesn’t just hear words He weighs motives.


My Practice of Confession
Before I ask God for anything, I ask Him to search me. I say, “Father, I confess my sins known and unknown. I repent of my sins known and unknown.” This isn’t a religious formality, it’s a posture of humility. It’s me acknowledging that I need Him and I can’t afford to be out of step with His Spirit, even slightly.
If I spoke too harshly, if I dismissed His whisper, if I failed to love well… I confess it immediately. I don’t wait until nightfall and I don’t justify it, but I bring it into the light.
The longer we carry unconfessed sin, the more it corrodes our spiritual sensitivity. The moment we confess, the blood of Jesus flows. It cleanses, restores, and renews.
Confession Unlocks Intimacy
Confession is not about sin; it’s about restoring connection. God is looking to cleanse you so that nothing stands between you and Him, He's not looking to punish you.
The Holy Spirit is a Person, He’s not just a power. He’s sensitive, relational, and holy. When we ignore sin, we grieve Him. When we confess sin, we honor Him. When we walk in the light, our intimacy with Him deepens.
It’s Not About Guilt, It’s About Grace
This is not a call to live in fear of missing the mark. This is a call to live in continual awareness of God's mercy. We don’t confess to earn forgiveness; we confess because we are forgiven. There's no way of earning something that's already been paid for. Confession is simply access to a promise that's already been fulfilled.
A Clean Heart Is a Ready Heart
We all want to hear from God and we all want to see His power, but are our hearts clean? Are we cultivating sensitivity through humility?
“Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.” Psalm 51:10
This prayer must be prayed often, not from insecurity, but from hunger. The purer the heart, the clearer the hearing and the clearer the hearing, the greater the confidence.
A Prayer of Confession and Renewal
Father, I come before You with an open heart. I confess my sins, the ones I recognize and the ones I may not even see. Forgive me for the times I’ve hardened my heart, silenced Your Spirit, or justified my shortcomings. Wash me, cleanse me, and create in me a clean heart. I want to be pure before You, not just in action, but in motive also. I choose humility over pride and transparency over pretense. Let nothing hinder my intimacy with You. I thank You that You are faithful and just to forgive me and to cleanse me. I receive that cleansing now. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Confession is not the end; it’s the bridge.
Confession brings you from guilt to grace, from distance to intimacy, and from silence to fellowship. Make it your habit. Make it your practice. Make it your doorway into the continual presence of God.






  
  Chapter 3
Repentance


“Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of refreshing may come from the Lord.” Acts 3:19 
“Godly sorrow produces repentance leading to salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death.” 2 Corinthians 7:10
Repentance is not a dirty word. It’s not the language of condemnation. Repentance is the invitation to restoration. It's one of the most liberating and love-filled concepts in all of Scripture, yet it's one of the most misunderstood. In an age where feelings often masquerade as faith, true repentance cuts through emotion and demands decision.
To repent is to turn, not a soft drift or a temporary detour, but a complete, heart-wrenching, Holy Spirit-led turn. It's a 180-degree reversal from sin to righteousness, from self to surrender, and from compromise to conviction.
More Than a Feeling, It’s a Holy U-turn
The Greek word for repentance is metanoia - a total change of mind, direction, and attitude. It is not mere regret or guilt, it's total transformation.
We are not called to feel bad about sin, we are called to forsake it. True repentance is measured by fruit, not tears. Emotions may stir repentance, but obedience confirms it.
“Therefore bear fruits worthy of repentance.” Matthew 3:8
Confession Opens the Door, Repentance Walks Through It
As we saw in the previous step, confession is when we acknowledge our sin and repentance is when we abandon it. Confession is spoken with the mouth and repentance is walked out with the life. They are spiritual twins and inseparable. Confession without repentance is like washing your hands only to jump back in the mud right after. The goal is not just cleansing, but true change.
“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness." 1 John 1:9
The Gospel Is a Call to Repent
The first sermon Jesus preached wasn’t about blessing, it was about repentance.
“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!” Matthew 4:17
Before the healing, before the miracles, and before the crowds multiplied, Jesus called for hearts to turn. He has never stopped calling. That message echoed in Peter’s voice at Pentecost and thundered through Paul’s epistles. The Gospel isn't, "come as you are and stay as you are", but "come as you are and be transformed."
Repentance Is Evidence of Lordship
Many want Jesus as their Savior, but few want Him as their Lord. Yet, Jesus Himself said:
“Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father in heaven." Matthew 7:21
To call Jesus Lord and continue in willful sin is self-deception. Jesus didn’t just come to forgive sin, He came to destroy it. (1 John 3:8) Repentance is how we partner with the destruction of sin, the tearing down of strongholds, the rejecting compromise, and choosing righteousness over rebellion.
Sin Is More Than a Mistake, It’s Rebellion
We live in a culture that calls sin “struggle,” and repentance “judgmental.” But the Bible is clear, sin is lawlessness. (1 John 3:4)
Sin isn't just breaking a rule or being disobedient, it’s rebellion against a holy God, and rebellion must be met with repentance if we are to remain in the place of intimacy and power.
This is why Jesus said to those who operated in the supernatural, yet lived in compromise, "Many will say to Me in that day, 'Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Your name, cast out demons in Your name, and done many wonders in Your name?' And then I will declare to them, 'I never knew you; depart from Me, you who practice lawlessness!'” Matthew 7:22-23
Miracles are not proof of intimacy, obedience is.
David and Judas: Two Sorrows, Two Outcomes
David sinned greatly: adultery and murder. His sorrow led to repentance and he was restored. Judas also sinned, but his sorrow led to despair and he was destroyed. The difference? One ran to God and the other ran from God. Repentance isn't about never failing, it’s about always returning.
Repentance is Empowered by the Holy Spirit
You cannot truly repent in your own strength, you need the help of the Holy Spirit. Romans 2:4 tells us, “….the goodness of God leads you to repentance.” His conviction isn’t to push us away, it’s to pull us in to encounter grace. The same Spirit who convicts you also empowers you to change.

Practical Repentance: Fruit, Not Just Words
Repentance requires action. If you’re repenting of lust, then install accountability. If you’re repenting of gossip, then shut down the conversations. If you’re repenting of pride, then humble yourself in tangible ways. Repentance without change is just confession in disguise.
Sometimes it starts with simple decisions: change your morning routine, clean up your digital life, cut off relationships that pull you toward sin, tear down the idols in your heart. As you make these decisions, grace will meet you at every step.
Repentance Isn’t a Burden, It's Freedom
The enemy wants you to believe repentance is painful and shameful, but it's not. Sin is painful and shameful and repentance is healing and refreshing. 
“Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord.” Acts 3:19
The joy you’re looking for, the peace you’ve lost, and the power you once walked in are all waiting on the other side of repentance.
A Lifelong Posture, Not a One-Time Prayer
Repentance is not just an altar call moment, it’s a lifestyle. Every day we choose to turn again toward God, we guard our hearts, we check our motives, and we let the Holy Spirit search us and correct us. This doesn’t mean we live in fear. It means we live in sensitivity, listening to His voice. The quicker you respond to conviction, the less room sin has to grow.
Repentance is the pivot point of revival. It's the hinge on which heaven swings open, the surrender that leads to strength, and the breaking that leads to blessing. Make repentance your daily posture and you’ll never lack for power, purity, or peace.
A Prayer of Repentance and Renewal
Father, I come before You, not just to confess, but to repent. I renounce every sin that grieves Your heart and breaks fellowship with You. I ask for grace not only to be forgiven, but to change. Help me to walk away from compromise and to walk in obedience. Let my repentance bear fruit and let my heart remain soft and responsive. Teach me to hate what You hate and love what You love. I thank You for the refreshing that follows repentance. I receive it now by faith. In Jesus’ name, Amen.






  
  Chapter 4
Forgiveness


“Bear with each other and forgive one another if any of you has a grievance against someone. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.” Colossians 3:13 
“For if you forgive other people when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive others their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins.” Matthew 6:14–15
“Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, ‘Lord, how many times shall I forgive my brother or sister who sins against me? Up to seven times?’ Jesus answered, ‘I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-seven times.’” Matthew 18:21–22
Forgiveness is a spiritual necessity. It's not optional. It’s a tool to make peace with others and how we maintain fellowship with God. To forgive is to unlock the prison we placed ourselves in and throw away the keys of bitterness, pain, and revenge.
Forgiveness is not only for the sake of the one we are forgiving, but for us too. We ourselves cannot be forgiven unless we forgive others. We shut ourselves off from the outpouring of grace and mercy because of a lack of forgiveness. When you do forgive, God's mercy, grace, and forgiveness are poured on you and wash away all your sins. He even goes as far as to throw your sins into the sea of forgetfulness forever and remember them no more. 
Why Forgiveness Matters So Much
Jesus tied our forgiveness from God directly to our willingness to forgive others. That should stop us in our tracks. In Matthew 6:15, He said plainly:
“If you do not forgive others… your Father will not forgive your sins.”
This isn’t just about emotional relief. It’s about spiritual access. You can pray, confess, and even repent, but if unforgiveness is in your heart, your intimacy with God will be hindered. Unforgiveness closes Heaven’s doors and keeps you in a cycle of torment; not because God is cruel, but because bitterness is a spiritual toxin that blocks grace.
Forgiveness is not weakness, it's warfare. It breaks strongholds, silences the accuser, and releases you into the flow of God’s mercy.
The Real Power of Forgiveness: A Weapon, Not Just a Virtue
Forgiveness is a spiritual act that dismantles the devil’s foothold. Unforgiveness is one of satan’s favorite traps. It keeps believers stuck, bitter, and powerless. That’s why Paul warned:
“Do not give the devil a foothold.” Ephesians 4:27
A foothold is a place the enemy can stand. Unforgiveness is an open door to torment. Jesus told a parable in Matthew 18 about a servant who was forgiven a massive debt, but refused to forgive a smaller one. The result? He was handed over to tormentors.
Many believers are living under spiritual torment, not because of demons, but because of unforgiveness. However, the moment you forgive, the torment stops, the grip of darkness breaks, and peace returns.
Forgive as You Have Been Forgiven
Colossians 3:13 sets the standard: “Forgive as the Lord forgave you.”
How did Jesus forgive you?
Freely. Completely. Without conditions.
While you were still sinning… (Romans 5:8).
You didn’t earn it, you received it by grace. The same grace you received must now be extended to others. You can’t give what you haven’t received, and you can’t claim to have received what you refuse to give.
Forgiveness is not about their behavior, it’s about your obedience. It’s not excusing their wrong, it’s choosing to no longer be defined by it.
“But They Hurt Me Deeply…”
Yes, they did. Yes, it was real. Yes, it was wrong.
Forgiveness doesn't deny the pain, it heals it. Forgiveness isn't trust, it’s release. Forgiveness doesn’t mean reconciliation is immediate, but it means your heart is no longer a prison.
Peter thought he was being generous when he offered to forgive seven times, but Jesus blew past the limit and said, “Seventy times seven.” In other words: don’t count, just forgive; make it a lifestyle.
How to Forgive When It Feels Impossible
If forgiveness is difficult, bring your pain to the Lord first. Be honest. He’s not afraid of your emotion. He already knows the depths of the wound, but He also knows the healing that follows when you release the debt.
Say it aloud. Let it leave your mouth: “Father, I forgive them and release them in Jesus’ name.”
Why say it out loud? Because silence keeps pain hidden, but confession releases power. Your words release your spirit and when you declare forgiveness, the enemy loses his legal right to accuse, torment, or divide.
Don’t Forget to Forgive Yourself
Many believers are quick to forgive others, but harsh with themselves. Shame whispers lies and condemnation keeps them in a loop of regret, but hear me: you cannot walk in intimacy with God while hating a person He redeemed — you.
You are not what you did, you are who God says you are. The Blood speaks louder than your mistakes, so lift your head and declare: “I forgive myself and release myself in Jesus’ name.”
You don’t have to pay for what Jesus already paid for.
Forgiveness Leads to Freedom
When you forgive:
Your prayers become powerful again. Your heart becomes light again. Your mind becomes clear again. Your relationship with God deepens. You stop rehearsing the pain and start releasing the power.
Forgiveness doesn't make you a doormat, it makes you a doorway for the supernatural.
Forgiveness Is the Bridge to Intimacy
Forgiveness is not the end of healing, it’s the beginning. The moment you forgive, you reclaim your peace. You stop circling the pain and start walking toward purpose. Forgiveness clears the path for revival, not just in the church, but in your soul as well.
Jesus forgave while the nails were still in His hands, and when we follow Him, we learn to do the same.
A Prayer of Forgiveness
Heavenly Father, I come before You in obedience to Your Word. I choose to forgive every person who has hurt, betrayed, abandoned, or offended me. I release them from the debt they owe me and I cancel the record of wrong. I place them in Your hands and ask You to bless them. I also choose to forgive myself and I release myself from guilt and shame. I declare that the blood of Jesus is enough. I am free, they are free, and I step into that freedom today. In Jesus’ mighty name, Amen.






  
  Chapter 5
Wash Me, Cleanse Me, Set Me Free


“If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9 (NKJV) 
What a promise. What a covenant. What a Savior.
God doesn’t just forgive, He cleanses. He doesn’t just pardon, He purifies. He doesn’t just remove the penalty, He breaks the power.
This is where many believers stop short. They confess, but never get cleansed. They receive mercy, but never walk in freedom. The heart of God is to forgive you and to free you. True intimacy with the Father begins when your heart is washed clean and made ready to carry His presence without hindrance.


The Cleansing That Restores Fellowship
Isaiah 59:1-2 speaks with divine clarity: “Behold, the Lord’s hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; nor His ear heavy, that it cannot hear. But your iniquities have separated you from your God…”
God’s power hasn’t diminished. His ears aren’t closed. If there’s distance, it isn’t because He moved, it’s because sin stood in the way.
Sin isn't just a moral failure, it's a spiritual barrier. It clouds our discernment, hardens our heart, and dulls our ears to God’s voice. When we come to Him in faith and ask to be washed, He forgives the act and cleanses the residue.
Draw Near With a Cleansed Heart
“Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.” James 4:8
This is not condemnation, it’s an invitation. You can’t draw near to God with dirty hands and a double mind. God is holy and approaching Him requires a heart that’s been washed by the water of His Word and the fire of His Spirit.
You don’t need to be perfect, but you do need to be purified.
It’s Not Earned, It’s Received by Mercy
“He saved us… according to His mercy, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit.” Titus 3:5
You can’t scrub yourself clean or fix yourself with works. The cleansing comes by mercy and through the Spirit. This isn’t behavior modification, it’s spiritual transformation. The Holy Spirit regenerates what sin tried to destroy. He doesn’t just wipe the surface, He rewrites the code of your inner man.
David’s Cry: A Pattern for Us All
David understood something that many modern believers miss: cleansing is a desperate need. In Psalm 51, after his fall, he cried out: “Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin… Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.” Psalm 51:2,10
David didn’t ask God to “forgive and move on.” He begged to be washed, but he didn’t stop there. He asked for a new heart, because real cleansing deals with the past and prepares you for the future.
A Prayer of Fire: “Burn It Out of Me” 
When you cry out, “Burn out everything in me that’s not of You,” you are inviting the Refiner’s fire to purify. God is not interested in merely patching your soul, He wants to sanctify it. Some things won’t break by effort, they break by fire, holy fire.
This Is More Than Cleansing, It’s Deliverance
Cleansing is about sin being washed away and you being set free. Jesus said: “If the Son sets you free, you shall be free indeed.” John 8:36
You weren’t made to carry shame or to live in cycles. You were born again to live free: free from addiction, bitterness, condemnation, and from every chain that tries to wrap itself around your identity.
Make This a Daily Practice
This is a lifestyle of cleansing, not a one-time prayer. Like a priest who washes before entering the tabernacle, we daily come boldly to the throne of grace, asking: “Father, wash me again, cleanse my heart, and burn away every thought, desire, and hidden place that resists You.”
You’ll be amazed at how soft your heart becomes, how sharp your discernment grows, and how sensitive your spirit is to His voice. Cleanliness is access to Him.
Freedom Is Found in the Clean Place
You’ll never be closer to God than when your heart is clean before Him. He draws near to the contrite and He walks with the pure in heart. When you let Him cleanse you, you’re washed and ready to hear and walk in His power. You can enter the holy place without shame.
Ask for forgiveness and ask to be washed and changed. Live in the glorious liberty of the sons and daughters of God.
A Prayer for Cleansing and Freedom
Heavenly Father, I come before You, not hiding or pretending, but fully exposed. Wash me. Cleanse me. Set me free. Burn out every unclean thing in me. Let nothing remain that offends Your Spirit. Purge my thoughts, purify my heart, and renew my mind. I want to walk with clean hands and a pure heart. I want to be holy, not in outward form, but inward truth. I yield to You now. Holy Spirit, do a deep work in me. I receive cleansing and freedom. In Jesus’ mighty name, Amen.






  
  Chapter 6
Create in Me a New Heart


“Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me.” Psalm 51:10 
“A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.” Ezekiel 36:26
There comes a point in your walk with God where you stop asking Him for things around you and begin asking Him to change something within you. When your prayer shifts from “bless me” to “transform me”, true intimacy begins. The step, “Create in me a clean heart”, is the hinge between confession and consecration. It’s not enough to only be forgiven; you want to be renewed too, because that's when change takes place.
Forgiveness clears the record, cleansing purifies the residue, but transformation replaces the old with something entirely new. That’s what this step is all about, becoming that new creation in Christ Jesus.
The Boldest Prayer You Can Pray
Psalm 51 is a blueprint for spiritual surgery. David isn’t asking for a moral tune-up. He’s not saying, “Help me do better.” He’s crying, “Give me a new heart, because mine has failed.”
“Create in me a clean heart, O God…”
The word “create” in Hebrew is bara, which is the same word used in Genesis 1:1 when God created the heavens and the earth. When you ask God to create in you a new heart, you are asking for a miracle, it's a divine act of creation. The God who spoke worlds into existence is fully able to do it.
Why the Heart Matters So Much
Your heart is not just the seat of emotion, it's the control center of your life. Proverbs 4:23 says: “Keep your heart with all diligence, for out of it spring the issues of life.”
Everything flows from your heart, including your faith, focus, integrity, and vision. If the heart is hard, bitter, divided, or calloused, even good seed can't take root. That’s why God wants to cleanse your mind, strengthen your resolve, and change your heart.
What Is a Stony Heart?
A stony heart is cold, resistant, and unresponsive to God. It’s a heart that has become numb, whether through repeated compromise, emotional wounds, disappointment, or pride. You can attend church with a stony heart. You can quote scripture with a stony heart. God wants your heart to be soft in His hands again. The beautiful news is that He promised He would do it: “I will take away the stony heart… and I will give you a heart of flesh.” Ezekiel 36:26
A heart of flesh is tender, teachable, responsive to conviction, and eager to obey. It’s the kind of heart God can fill with His Spirit and use for His glory.
Iniquity: The Corruptor of the Heart
David asked for cleansing from sin and pleaded for cleansing from iniquity. Sin is the action; iniquity is the premeditated pattern. It’s when sin becomes habit.
David’s story is a warning and a roadmap. One look turned into lust. Lust turned into adultery. Adultery turned into deception. Deception led to murder. Thus the downward spiral of iniquity.
When Nathan confronted him, David didn’t hide. He fell on his face and prayed the most powerful prayer a man can pray: "Purge me… wash me… create in me a clean heart…" And God answered.
This Step Is Personal
Let me tell you something intimate: this book isn’t theory for me, it's reality. These are the prayers I prayed when nobody was watching. These steps have been my own altar and my own place of daily consecration. I’ve prayed them in the midnight hour, in times of failure, and in times of great victory, because I never want to become so blessed that I stop being broken before Him.
I’ve seen people pray this step and get delivered. I’ve seen tears become testimonies. One young man told me it felt like fire coursed through his chest when he cried out, “Create in me a clean heart.” It wasn't emotion, it was an encounter.
Pride Keeps the Stone. Humility Gets the Flesh.
Pride hardens the heart. It says, “I’m not that bad”, but humility uncovers the heart and says, “Lord, take whatever You need to take. Don't leave me the same, change me for the better.”
Don’t settle for patched-up religion. Don’t carry a stony heart wrapped in Christian language. Come to God honestly. Open the door and let Him in. Ask Him for a new heart; He'll give it to you.
A New Spirit: Empowered to Obey
God’s promise in Ezekiel didn’t stop at a new heart. He said: “I will put My Spirit within you, and cause you to walk in My statutes.” Ezekiel 36:27
You don’t have to live by sheer willpower. The Spirit within you empowers you to live holy. He leads you into all truth. He awakens the Word to you. He convicts, comforts, and corrects. That’s the beauty of a heart of flesh, it feels again and hears God again.
This Is the Gateway to Revival
Before God restores nations, He restores hearts. Before there’s an outpouring, there must be a purging. Revival doesn’t begin in a stadium, it begins in the heart of the one who says, “Create in me a clean heart, O God.”
Do you want revival in your home? In your city? In your church? Then start here. Let this be your prayer. Let this be your cry. A renewed heart precedes a renewed world.
A Prayer for a New Heart
Father, I come before You with nothing to hide and nothing to prove. Create in me a clean heart, O God. Take away every trace of iniquity. Remove the stony heart. Give me a heart that’s tender, teachable, and holy. Renew a right spirit within me. Uphold me with Your generous Spirit. Let my heart beat with Yours. Let me feel again, love again, and obey again. Do a deep work in me and let it never be undone. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
This is more than a prayer, it’s a resurrection. It’s where dead places come back to life and old patterns are shattered. It’s where God makes all things new, starting with you.






  
  Chapter 7
Talk to Him


“I love the Lord because He hears my voice and my prayer for mercy. Because He bends down to listen, I will pray as long as I have breath!” Psalm 116:1–2 
“Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; and the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.” Philippians 4:6–7
This step might seem simple, even obvious, but don’t underestimate its power. Some of the greatest breakthroughs in my life came not through a long fast or an intense revival service, but through a conversation. That’s right. Just talking to God. Not scripted. Not fancy. Not rehearsed. Just real.
We call it “prayer,” but let’s strip the formality for a moment. What I really want you to grasp is this: God wants to talk to you and He wants you to talk to Him. That’s what this step is all about. It's inviting you to engage in the most important conversation of your life.
God Bends Down to Listen
Let that imagery from Psalm 116 sink in. God – Yahweh, the Creator of the Universe – bends down to listen to you. He leans in. He inclines His ear. He doesn’t tune you out because you’re rambling. He doesn’t roll His eyes because you repeated yourself. No, He’s there. He's present, attentive, and interested.
You have Heaven’s full attention, not because of your perfection, but because of His affection.
Talking to God Is the Foundation of Relationship
This book is a roadmap to intimacy and intimacy cannot grow without communication.
How do you build any relationship? You talk. You listen. You open your heart. You speak your mind. Why would your relationship with God be any different?
In John 15:15, Jesus said, “I no longer call you servants… but friends.” Friends talk. Friends share secrets. Friends sit together, not because they need something, but because they enjoy each other’s presence. Prayer isn't a transaction, it’s a relationship.
Talk to Him Like You Talk to a Father Who Loves You
I understand that for many people, the idea of God as “Father” is difficult, especially if your earthly father was absent, harsh, or untrustworthy. Hear me clearly: God is not the reflection of your earthly father, He is the perfection of fatherhood itself.
He is the Father who:
Delights in you. (Zephaniah 3:17) Knows what you need before you ask. (Matthew 6:8) Invites you to cast your cares on Him. (1 Peter 5:7) Is slow to anger and rich in mercy. (Psalm 145:8) When you talk to Him, you’re walking into the living room of your Father’s house.
Prayer Is a Two-Way Street
Don’t just talk at God, talk with Him, expect Him to speak back.
You might not hear an audible voice (though He could do that too), but His Spirit will begin to whisper to your heart. You’ll begin to recognize His promptings. He’ll lead you into truth, remind you of Scripture, and show you what’s next. He’ll bring peace where there was confusion and clarity where there was chaos.
Prayer becomes powerful when you realize that God speaks and you can hear.
Real Talk, Not Religious Talk
You don’t need “church words.” You don’t need long King James-style phrases. Just be honest.
Tell Him:
“I’m scared today.”
“I don’t understand.”
“I’m mad about this.”
“I don’t feel close to You right now, but I want to.”
“Thank You for today even though it was hard.”
He already knows your thoughts (Psalm 139:2), so you might as well say them. You don’t talk to inform God, you talk to invite Him into what you’re going through.
God’s Peace Will Guard You
Philippians 4:6–7 makes an astonishing promise: “In everything… with thanksgiving… let your requests be made known to God… and the peace of God… will guard your hearts and minds.”
Talking to God is the pathway to peace. It's not always the peace of circumstances changing, but at times the peace in the middle of them.
The Greek word for “guard” is a military term. It paints the picture of God’s peace standing like a soldier over your heart, keeping anxiety, fear, and lies from breaking in.
When you talk to God, you hand Him your burdens, and He posts His peace like a guard around your soul.
Personal Testimony: My Prayer Life Changed Everything
There was a time I was spiritually dry. I was simply going through the motions and preaching messages, but feeling distant from God. Until one day, I stopped trying to be eloquent, and just started being real.
I told God about my frustrations, my disappointments, even my regrets. I didn’t hold back. Then something happened, He met me there.
That one conversation turned into daily ones. And those daily ones became the foundation for revival in my own heart.
You Don’t Need a Perfect Time or Place, Just Talk
You can have a prayer closet and carve out sacred space, but you can also talk to Him anywhere:
In the car.
On your walk.
At the grocery store.
During a tough phone call.
When you’re laying in bed at night.
You don’t have to wait for church or for quiet. The veil has been torn, Heaven is open, and God is always available.
A Simple Prayer to Get You Started
Father, I don’t have all the words, but I want to talk to You. Thank You for loving me. Thank You for listening. Here’s what’s on my heart today… [pause and speak freely] I trust You. I love You. I’m listening. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Talking to God will change your life. You don’t need to be qualified, you just need to be willing. Open your mouth. Open your heart. Let Him in. The moment you start talking, Heaven leans in to listen.






  
  Practical Application

Putting It All Into Practice


Now it’s your turn. 
You’ve journeyed through these steps, soaked in Scripture, and hopefully you've encountered the voice and presence of God in ways you may have never known before. Reading isn’t the end, it’s only the beginning. Revelation must lead to activation. This final section is about application. It's about taking everything you’ve received and walking it out in real time. This is where transformation becomes tangible.
Below I’ve included the very prayer that birthed this book. These words aren’t theory to me. This is my personal daily confession and cry before the Father. These steps became a lifestyle and I’m living proof that intimacy with God is not reserved for the spiritually elite, it’s available to you.
I encourage you to pray this aloud daily. I encourage you to slow down, pause where needed, and get specific.
When you reach the part on confession and repentance, don’t rush it. Allow the Holy Spirit to search your heart. Let Him speak to you. Bring your real life to God, not just a polished version, but your true self.
Daily Intimacy Prayer
Heavenly Father, I confess all my sins, both known and unknown, in Jesus’ name. I repent of all my sins, both known and unknown, in Jesus’ name. I forgive everyone who has ever hurt me. I forgive them and release them now, in Jesus’ name. I forgive myself and I release myself from all guilt and shame, in Jesus’ name. Heavenly Father, I ask for Your forgiveness. Cleanse me from all unrighteousness. Wash me. Cleanse me. Set me free. Burn out anything within me that is unclean or unlike You. Burn out every root of pride, bitterness, lust, anger, jealousy, or fear. Create in me a new heart, a heart of flesh. Take away the stony and unresponsive parts of my heart. Renew a right spirit within me, one that desires You above all. Heal my conscience where it’s been seared or hardened by sin. Restore my tenderness to Your voice, Your presence, and Your Word. Father, let me love the way You love. Let me see people the way You see them. Let me walk in compassion and truth. Let me reflect Your character in every area of my life. I believe I receive these things now by faith, in Jesus’ name. Amen.
Now Talk to Him
This is your moment to open up. Don’t overthink it. Don’t try to be poetic. Just be real.
Tell Him:
What you’re feeling.
What’s on your mind.
Where you’re struggling.
What you’re thankful for.
What you’re hoping for.
He’s listening.
When you’re finished, don’t just walk away, thank Him.
Tell Him you love Him. Tell Him you trust Him. And then seal it all with these words: “In Jesus’ name, Amen.”
You Did It! I’m So Happy for You!
That wasn’t just a prayer, you just moved Heaven. You entered the throne room boldly and with confidence. That’s spiritual maturity in action. Every time you do it your intimacy with God grows deeper and richer.
One More Suggestion: Get a Journal
If you haven’t already, start keeping a journal of your time with God. Write down things like:
What you prayed.
What you heard.
What He revealed.
What Scriptures stood out to you.
What changed in your heart.
This is how you build history with God. This is how you track your transformation.
As you journal, always compare what you believe God said with the Word of God. The Holy Spirit will never contradict the Scriptures. He may give you personal instruction, correction, or encouragement, but He will never oppose what He already said in His Word.
“For You have magnified Your Word above all Your name.” Psalm 138:2
If what you “heard” contradicts Scripture, discard it. If it aligns, hold on to it, because it’s a word from Heaven for you.
Final Word
This is not just a routine, it’s the start of revival. This is not just a formula, it’s the beginning of friendship. This is not just about becoming a better Christian, it’s about becoming more like Christ.
And that, my friend, is what it’s all about.
You are loved. You are heard. You are chosen.
And now you are walking in intimacy with God.
Keep going. Keep praying. Keep growing. Heaven is listening.






  
  Does This Work?


You might be wondering, “Can this really work for me?” Let me answer that by sharing a real story. 
A young man once came into my office, he was a good-hearted guy, but bruised by life. He’d made some bad decisions, walked some hard roads, and was carrying the weight of it all. His upbringing had taught him religion, but not relationship. To him, God felt more like a judge in the sky than a Father who cared. He told me, through tired eyes and a guarded heart, “I want to get close to God, but I don’t know how. I’ve tried but it’s like I can’t reach Him.”
His family situation didn’t help. What should have been a place of support and love had become a constant reminder of rejection and pain. He was deeply wounded, emotionally and spiritually. Yet here he was, sitting in front of me, reaching out for help.
Glory to God, I had the opportunity to do what I’m now doing for you! I handed him the exact steps you’ve just read in this book. I didn’t offer a 10-point sermon or a list of religious hoops to jump through. I gave him a blueprint for intimacy with God; a practical, Spirit-led path back into the Father’s arms.
I walked him through each step. I told him, “This isn’t magic. This is alignment. This is the Word of God in motion. Do it sincerely, and talk to God like He’s real, because He is.”
Three Days of Silence and Then Everything Changed
That first night, he came back discouraged. “I followed the steps, but nothing happened. I didn’t feel anything.”
Second night? Same story. Still no breakthrough. Still no encounter. Still no sense of God’s presence.
By the third night, he was visibly frustrated. “Michael, it’s not working.”
I looked him in the eye and said, “If nothing happens tonight, I’ll pray for you myself, but give it one more shot.”
He nodded and left.
The Turning Point: A Voice at the Door
I’ll never forget what happened that next morning.
He burst into my office, his face lit with joy. “Michael, it worked!”
He couldn’t stop smiling. There was life in his eyes. He looked completely different.
He told me what happened: He had finished the steps again that night, still feeling numb, still battling doubt. As he reached for the door to leave his apartment, he heard it, a still, small voice that said, “Go back to the couch. Pray one more time.”
This time he obeyed.
He sat down and began to pray again, and suddenly, something shifted. It was like a dam broke. He said it felt like a light turned on the inside of him. The presence of God flooded the room. It wasn't loud or flashy, but gentle, undeniable, and holy.
He wept. He poured his heart out. Years of pain, guilt, fear, and shame were all released in one glorious moment. The Holy Spirit met him right there on that couch.
And just like that, everything changed.
Miracles Began to Unfold
From that night forward, the fruit was evident.
Legal cases that had hung over him like a dark cloud dropped.
A daughter he thought he’d never see again was restored unto him.
Joy returned. Peace replaced anxiety. The weight of sin was gone.
BUT GOD.
The God who bends down to listen. (Psalm 116:2)
The God whose eyes search the earth to show Himself strong. (2 Chronicles 16:9)
The God who doesn’t just restore, He rebuilds.
This Book Is Not Theory, It’s Testimony
This story isn’t here to impress you. It’s here to invite you.
I’m telling you plainly that these steps work. Not because I wrote them, but because they’re founded on the eternal, infallible, living Word of God.
They are a vehicle, a framework to help you enter God’s presence. They're to help you confess, repent, forgive, get cleansed, get free, and walk in real relationship with the Father.
When you read these pages, you’re holding a pathway that can change your life.
“For the eyes of the LORD run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to show Himself strong on behalf of those whose heart is loyal to Him…” 2 Chronicles 16:9
The eyes of the Lord are searching. Right now. Today.
He’s looking not for the religious and not for the perfect, but for the willing, the hungry, and the honest.
Will you be that person?
If He did it for that young man, He can do it for you. In fact, He’s ready. All you have to do is talk to Him.






  
  Daily Prayers


Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us.   1 John 5:14
These prayers have been crafted from Scripture, breathed out of a place of intimacy and reverence. They are not formulas, but faith-filled declarations to align your heart with God's Word and Will. Speak them aloud, meditate on them often, and watch how the Spirit moves.
Prayer of Repentance and Cleansing
Heavenly Father, In the name of Jesus, I confess all my sins, both known and unknown. I repent, turn from every unrighteous way, and return to You. I choose to forgive everyone who has ever wronged me. I release them and bless them. I forgive myself and release myself into Your mercy. Father, wash me, cleanse me, set me free. Burn out every unclean thing that resides within me. Let nothing that is not of You remain. Create in me a clean heart. Replace this stony heart with a heart of flesh. Renew a right spirit within me. Heal my conscience where it has been seared and make me whole again. Let me love with Your love. Let me see with Your eyes. I receive this cleansing by faith. I am forgiven, I am restored, I am made new. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer of Confidence and Covenant
Father, I come boldly to Your throne of grace. I praise You for Your eternal covenant and steadfast love. You have magnified Your Word above Your name and I remind You of what You have promised. I declare that Your covenant will not be broken and Your Word will not return void. I hold fast to Your promises, knowing they are yes and amen in Christ Jesus. Let every word You’ve spoken over my life prosper and accomplish Your perfect will. Strengthen my faith. Align my heart with Your desires. Let me be a covenant-keeper and a doer of the Word. I believe I receive every petition according to Your will and I walk in full assurance of faith. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer of Worship and Praise
Heavenly Father, I worship You with all my heart. I sing of Your mercies and proclaim Your faithfulness from generation to generation. You are great and greatly to be praised! Let my breath be praise. Let my hands lifted high be incense before You. I exalt You for Your lovingkindness and for crowning me with grace. You forgive, You heal, You redeem, and You satisfy. There is none like You! I will bless You at all times and let Your praise continually be in my mouth. You are my God and my King. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer for America, Our Leaders, and Israel
Father, I lift up my president, every government official, and all those in authority. Grant them wisdom, courage, and integrity. Let them lead by Your Spirit and not by the counsel of the ungodly. Send revival across America! Awaken hearts, convict sin, and pour out Your Spirit in power. Let righteousness spring up from the ground. I also pray for the peace of Jerusalem and the salvation of Israel. May Your covenant people come to know Yeshua as their Messiah. Let Your kingdom come and Your will be done in our nations, in our churches, and in our homes. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer for Healing and Divine Health
Father, You are Jehovah Rapha, I receive healing by faith. Jesus bore my sickness, carried my pain, and by His stripes, I am healed. I walk in divine health and long life. No plague shall come near my dwelling place. My body is the temple of the Holy Spirit. I reject every lie of sickness and command every disease to leave. Thank You Lord for renewing my youth like the eagle’s. I am healed, whole, and strong in You. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer for Financial Provision and Debt Freedom
Father, You are my source, my provider, and my El Shaddai. I declare I am the head and not the tail, above only and never beneath. I owe no man anything but to love him. I break the spirit of debt and poverty. I release supernatural increase. I am a faithful tither and the devourer is rebuked for my sake. Thank You Lord that wealth and riches are in my house and I have more than enough to be a blessing. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer for a Fresh Infilling of the Holy Spirit
Father, Fill me afresh with Your Holy Spirit. Baptize me in fire and power. Let the same Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead quicken my mortal body. I yield to Your leading. Empower me with gifts. Let boldness rise within me to be a witness, to lay hands on the sick, and to cast out devils. Come Holy Spirit and fall upon me now. I stir up the gift within me. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer for Wisdom and Divine Direction
Father, Your Word is a lamp to my feet. Lead me. Guide me. Speak to me with clarity. I ask for wisdom beyond my years and decisions that reflect Heaven. I lean not on my own understanding. In all my ways I acknowledge You and I thank You that You direct my path. In Jesus’ name, Amen.

It's the power of God unto salvation. I declare that my life is a testimony of Your goodness. Here I am. Use me. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Ephesians 1 Prayer (Personalized)
Father of Glory, Give me the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of You. Flood my heart with light so I may know the hope of Your calling, the riches of Your inheritance, and the exceeding greatness of Your power toward me, the same power that raised Christ from the dead. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Ephesians 3 Prayer (Personalized)
I bow my knees before You, Father. Strengthen me with might by Your Spirit in my inner man. Dwell in my heart through faith. Root and ground me in love. Let me comprehend the width, length, depth, and height of Your love. Fill me with all the fullness of God. Do exceedingly, abundantly above all I ask or think. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
Prayer for Abundance and Prosperity
Father, Thank You that the blessing of Abraham is mine. I receive financial overflow, divine connections, business increase, and witty ideas. You supply all my needs. You open the windows of heaven over me. I walk in the hundredfold return. I sow generously and reap abundantly. Thank You that I live in overflow, debt-free, stress-free, and worry-free. Come to Jesus



“But what does it say? ‘The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart’ (that is, the word of faith which we preach): that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.” Romans 10:8–9
After everything we've walked through together in these pages, the prayers, the promises, and the steps to draw near, this moment is the most important one of all.
Salvation is the open door to everything God has promised. It is the beginning of every other step toward intimacy with the Father. The beauty of it is this: it’s not complicated. It’s not for the elite, the perfect, or the religious. It’s for you.
Maybe you've read this book and realized: “I don't know if I’m truly right with God.” Or maybe your heart has grown cold, and somewhere along the way, you stopped walking closely with Him. Or maybe you're like the prodigal son, and you want to come home.
I want to tell you, right here, right now, you can.
The Word of God says, “Whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved” (Romans 10:13). That includes you. No matter how far you've run, no matter how broken or tired you feel, Jesus is ready. This moment can change everything.
Let Me Speak Honestly
There’s a passage Jesus gave that should sober every believer:
“Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father in heaven... I will declare to them, ‘I never knew you; depart from Me, you who practice lawlessness!’” Matthew 7:21–23
This isn't about scaring you. It’s about waking up the heart.
Some people are afraid when they read that verse for two reasons: 
One: The enemy lies and accuses. You love Jesus, but Satan whispers that you're not truly saved. That lie ends today.
Two: You know you're not living right. You’ve called Him Lord, but haven’t surrendered to His will. You’ve done things your way and it’s time to come back.
Jesus wasn't speaking to the world in that passage. He was talking to people who were doing spiritual things. They were casting out demons, prophesying, and even performing miracles, but they never actually knew Him. They practiced religion, but ignored relationship. They had power, but no intimacy. They had works, but no surrender.
Friend, don't leave this moment without making things right. Whether this is your first time or you're coming home again, He is waiting with arms wide open.
Pray This Out Loud With Your Whole Heart:
Dear Lord Jesus, Come into my heart. Forgive me of all my sins. Wash me and cleanse me. Set me free. Jesus, I believe You died for me. I believe You rose from the dead. I believe You are coming back again for me. I forgive everyone who has ever hurt me and I release them now. I also forgive myself. Fill me with Your Holy Spirit and fire; with the evidence of speaking in tongues. Give me a passion for the lost, a hunger for the things of God, and a holy boldness to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Father, I surrender every part of my life to You. I’ll go where You want me to go. I’ll say what You want me to say. I’ll do what You want me to do. Not my will, but Yours be done. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
If you prayed that prayer with all your heart, welcome to the family of God!
Heaven is rejoicing over you right now (Luke 15:7). Your sins are forgiven. The past is over. The door to intimacy with God has been opened.
Now what?
Don’t look back. Don’t run from Him, run to Him. Surround yourself with believers. Feed on the Word of God daily. Cultivate your prayer life with the help of this book. And above all, know that God loves you. He has a glorious plan for your life, and by His grace, you’re just getting started.
