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  Introduction


This book was written to help you pray the Word of God on purpose, with faith and consistency, until your life lines up with what God already promised. These pages aren’t meant to be read like a novel. They’re meant to be used like a tool: something you pick up daily, speak out loud, and return to again and again until the Word is working in you and through you. 
Some days you’ll feel strong and other days you might not. God’s Word doesn’t change based on your feelings and neither does His faithfulness. When you pray what His Word says, you’re not trying to convince God to move, you’re agreeing with what He already established, and you’re putting yourself in position to receive.
You’ll notice the flow in many of these prayers and confessions:
Start right (worship, thanksgiving, magnifying God)
Start clean (repentance, forgiveness, cleansing)
Pray wide (intercession for your church, your leaders, your nation, Israel, and the harvest)
Pray specific (healing, provision, wisdom, protection, fruitfulness, deliverance)
Declare faith (confessions, scripture-based declarations, speaking to obstacles)
End strong (praise and thanks in advance: “I believe I receive.”)
That pattern isn’t religious, it’s practical. It keeps you grounded, focused, and full of faith.
Inside, you’ll find daily prayer points, Scripture confessions, a consecration prayer, prayers for healing and divine health, prayers connected to giving and provision, ministerial “utterance and demonstration” prayers for preaching days, and personalized declarations like Isaiah 61. You’re not only asking God for help, you’re also speaking identity, calling, and covenant over your life.






  
  How to Use This Book


Pray out loud. 
Faith comes by hearing, and that includes hearing yourself speak the Word. Read these prayers aloud when you can, whisper them if you must, but don’t let them stay trapped on the page. 
Don’t rush.
You don’t have to do everything every day. Some days you’ll pray the “daily” version. Other days you’ll go deeper. The goal isn’t to check boxes. The goal is to build a strong, steady prayer life that produces real fruit.
Keep it simple and consistent.
If all you can do today is:
“Father, thank You for Your Word, I believe I receive it.”
That’s still a strong day, if you meant it and you stayed with it.






  
  A Note Before You Begin


You aren’t powerless, stuck, or forgotten. 
If you’re in Christ, you have access to mercy, wisdom, healing, provision, guidance, protection, peace, and the power of the Holy Spirit. This book is here to help you use that access daily. So take your time. Turn these pages into a lifestyle. Let the Word get in your mouth, in your heart, and into your habits. As you pray, don’t just ask. Agree. Declare. Receive. Praise. In Jesus’ Name, amen.






  
  Chapter 1
Praise And Worship


Before we pray, we’re starting with praise, worship, and thanksgiving on purpose, because this is how you enter. The Bible teaches us to “enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with praise” (Psalm 100:4). In other words, thanksgiving is the doorway, praise is the entrance of the courts, and worship is what happens when you’re aware you’re standing before the King.
Praise isn’t filler at the beginning of prayer, it’s the foundation. It lifts your eyes off the problem and puts them back on the Father. It resets your faith and silences fear. It reminds your soul of what God has already done and what He has promised to keep doing. That’s why so many prayers in Scripture start with this: magnifying the Lord.
Jesus modeled this. When the disciples asked Him how to pray, He didn’t start with needs, He started with: “Our Father… hallowed be Thy name.” He began with honor, reverence, and worship. That order matters. When you start with “Father,” you’re not praying like a beggar, you’re praying like a son. When you start with worship, you’re focusing on Him instead of yourself. And when you start with thanksgiving, you’re coming boldly, not doubting, because gratitude is proof you believe He’s faithful.
Pray this:
Father, I come to You right now with thanksgiving, and I bless You at all times. Your praise will continually be in my mouth. I will sing of Your mercies forever, and with my mouth I will make known Your faithfulness to all generations. Let my life carry a testimony that can’t be denied, let my words build faith in my house, in my future, and in everyone You’ve connected to me.
I praise You for Your mighty acts, and I praise You according to Your excellent greatness, because nobody compares to You. You are a great God and a great King. In Your hands are the deep places of the earth, the strength of the hills is Yours also. You made the sea and Your hands formed the dry land, it’s all Yours. So I come to worship and bow down. I kneel before You, Lord my Maker. You are my God, and I am the sheep of Your pasture, the people of Your hand.
Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me, bless Your holy Name. Father, I refuse to forget Your benefits. Thank You that You forgive all my iniquities. Thank You that You heal all my diseases. Thank You that You redeem my life from destruction. Thank You that You crown me with lovingkindness and tender mercies. Thank You that You satisfy my mouth with good things, so that my youth is renewed like the eagle’s. I receive the benefits of the covenant with joy and with confidence. I receive Your mercy, Your healing, Your redemption, Your tender kindness, and Your strength in my inner man.
Father, I choose to worship You in spirit and in truth. I’m not here to perform, I’m here to meet with You. Purify my motives. Clean my focus. Let my worship come from the inside: real, honest, and alive. You are Spirit, and I worship You in spirit and in truth. You are seeking true worshippers, and I’m answering You right now with my whole heart.
So Lord, I will greatly praise You with my mouth. I won’t hide it. I won’t act ashamed of You. I will praise You among the multitude. Use my praise as a witness, let my worship preach without me trying. I praise You with everything I have, with joyful noise, psalms, songs, and celebration. I praise You with the sound of the trumpet. I praise You with the psaltery and harp. I praise You with the timbrel and dance. I praise You with stringed instruments and organs. I praise You upon the loud cymbals, yes, upon the high sounding cymbals. Let every thing that has breath praise the Lord, and as long as I have breath, I will praise You.
Father, right now my soul makes her boast in the Lord. The humble will hear and be glad. I magnify You. I sought You, and You heard me, and delivered me from all my fears. I declare fear is broken off my mind, my body, my decisions, and my future. I will not be led by dread. I will not be governed by anxiety. I will not shrink back. You have heard me, and You have delivered me. You are the Rock of my salvation, and I rejoice in You.
I give thanks unto You and sing praises unto Your Name, O Most High. I will declare Your faithfulness all of my days. You are God and You never change. Teach me to live thankful. Let praise stay on my lips and peace stay in my heart.
Lord, I come before Your presence with thanksgiving, and I make a joyful noise unto You. I worship and bow down. I kneel before You, my Maker. Speak, Lord, I’m listening. Today, I will hear Your voice clearly, gladly, and quickly. And as You speak, I will obey. As You lead, I will follow. As You move, I will respond.
Father, I seal this time in worship: You are faithful. You are mighty. You are good. You are merciful. You are the Most High. You are my God. I will bless You at all times, and Your praise will continually be in my mouth forever. In Jesus' Name, amen.






  
  Chapter 2
Daily Repentance


Heavenly Father, 
I confess all of my sins known and unknown in Jesus name. I repent of all my sins known and unknown in Jesus name. I forgive everyone who has ever hurt me. I forgive them and I release them in Jesus name. I forgive myself and I release myself in Jesus Name. I ask for your forgiveness. I believe I receive it by faith in Jesus' name. Father, wash me, cleanse me, and set me free of all unrighteousness. Burn out any unclean thing inside me, burn out anything that is not of You. Create in me a new heart, a heart of flesh. Take out the stony heart and put a right spirit inside me. Heal my seared conscious in Jesus name. Father let me love how You love and let me see people how You see people. I believe I receive it by faith. In Jesus' Name, amen.






  
  Chapter 3
Daily Consecration 


Heavenly Father, 
I’m willing to do Your will. I want what You want. I choose Your plan. Even when it presses on my flesh, even when it costs me something, even when it’s inconvenient, I’m not backing away. I’m not negotiating. I’m saying yes. I’ll pay the price. I’ll obey You. I’ll follow Your plan.
I declare in Jesus’ Name that Your will is going to be done in my life. Your plan is going to be completed in me. You started this work in me, and You’re going to finish it. I will not go backward. I won’t take back what I’m saying to You right now just because it gets uncomfortable or because it feels like it’s hurting my flesh. I know the reward is real. I know obedience pays. I know it’s worth it to follow You, and I’m choosing the path that pleases You.
Thank You, Father, for working in my life. Thank You for shaping me. Thank You for preparing me for what You have in store for me. Thank You for opening my eyes to see what I couldn’t see before. Thank You for teaching me what I didn’t know. Thank You for training me, stretching me, and building me, so I can step into what You’ve called me to do. I’m not going to miss my assignment. I’m not going to waste seasons. I’m not going to drift. I will do Your will. Hallelujah!
Lord, I’m not making a one-time statement. I’m making a real decision. Every day I purpose in my heart to be faithful and true, dedicated and consecrated with my words and my actions. I belong to You. I’m Yours.
Use me, Lord. Make me a blessing to people. Let my life help somebody. Let my obedience touch more people than just me. Help me to be in Your perfect plan and purpose for my life and my ministry. Thank You, Father, that it’s You Who is at work within me, You’re the One producing the desire, the strength, and the grace to do what You called me to do.
I yield to You, I trust You, and I refuse to let my natural mind dominate me. I refuse to be led by my feelings, fear, hesitation, or overthinking. I’ll stay submitted, humble, teachable, and obedient. I’ll maintain the vision You gave me and keep my fire burning. I’ll stay committed, and I won’t forget what I’m saying to You right now. Where You lead me I’ll follow. With You, I will go. In Jesus’ Name, amen.






  
  Chapter 4
Daily Prayer Points


Remind God Of HIs Promises
Father, You said, “Put me in remembrance: let us plead together: declare thou, that thou mayest be justified.” So I come to You with Your Word and I declare what You have said. 
I will sing of the mercies of the Lord for ever and with my mouth I will make known your faithfulness to all generations. Father, I thank You that Your mercy is built up forever, and Your faithfulness is established in the heavens. You have made a covenant, and You are faithful to it. You are to be held in reverence, and there is none like You.
Father, You said, “My covenant will I not break, nor alter the thing that is gone out of my lips.” So I thank You that what You have spoken over my life, You will not change. You are faithful, and You will not lie. Your Word stands firm.
Father, You said, “So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void.” So I thank You that Your Word is accomplishing what You please, and it's prospering in my life.
Father, Your Word says, “For the word of God is quick, and powerful.” So let Your Word work in me. Let it divide what needs to be divided. Let it expose what needs to be exposed. Let it correct what needs to be corrected. Let it strengthen what needs to be strengthened.
Father, Your Word says, “This is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us.” So Father, I thank You that You hear me. And because You hear me, I know that I have the petitions that I desired of You. I believe I receive it by faith in Jesus’ name.
Father, Your Word says, “But without faith it is impossible to please him.” So I come to You in faith. I believe that You are, and that You are a rewarder of them that diligently seek You. I thank You that seeking You is not wasted, and that You reward faith.
Father, Your Word says, “Keep therefore the words of this covenant, and do them, that ye may prosper in all that ye do.” I receive grace to keep Your Word and to do it. Help me obey You and walk with You. I thank You that as I keep the covenant and do Your Word, I prosper in all that I do. In Jesus’ Name, amen.
Bear Much Fruit / Soul-Winning
Heavenly Father,
I come to You in Jesus’ Name. Thank You for saving me, keeping me, and for giving me Your Word. Thank You that You’re the vine and I’m a branch, and my life is meant to produce fruit that brings You glory. Father, I’m asking You today to help me bear much fruit.
You said, “Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit.” I submit to Your pruning. Show me what needs to go. Deal with anything in me that doesn’t produce life, anything that wastes time, dulls my hunger, distracts my focus, or keeps me from obeying You quickly. Clean me up where I need it. Correct me where I need it. Strengthen me where I’ve been weak. I want a fruitful life.
You said, “Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples.” I want You to be glorified in my life. I want my life to show that I belong to You, by what I produce, by the way I live, by the way I talk, by the way I love people, and by the way I obey Your Word. I’m not asking for noise, I’m asking for fruit with real results that remain.
I take Your warning seriously, “And if it bear fruit, well: and if not, then after that thou shalt cut it down.” I’m not playing games with my calling. I’m not asking You to overlook a fruitless season while I stay comfortable. I’m asking You to work in me and through me until my life bears what You created it to bear.
Your Word says, “The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life; and he that winneth souls is wise.” Make me a tree of life. Make me effective in soul-winning. Give me wisdom to say the right thing, at the right time, with the right spirit. Help me see people the way You see them. Help me love people the way You love them. Help me not to be timid or silent when You’re opening a door.
Because You also said, “For though I preach the gospel, I have nothing to glory of: for necessity is laid upon me; yea, woe is unto me, if I preach not the gospel!” I receive that necessity. Put that weight on me in the right way: the holy responsibility, the holy urgency, the clean motive. Keep me from excuses, procrastination, and distractions that make me forget what matters. I don’t want to live my life and never do what You told me to do. Help me preach the Gospel.
I thank You that Your Word is not temporary. Your Word stands. “But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word which by the gospel is preached unto you.” Let me stay anchored in what lasts. Let me not chase trends, opinions, or the wisdom of this world. Let me stay steady on the Gospel and on the Word that endures forever.
You commanded it clearly, “Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.” Help me to be obedient to that. Give me boldness, opportunities, open doors, and divine appointments. Put people in my path. Put words in my mouth. Help me be faithful with the Gospel at home, in public, in private conversations, and in the assignments You give me.
And Father, I’m not trying to do this in my own strength. Your Word says, “The word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.” So I choose to mix faith with what I hear and what I say. I’m not just repeating scriptures, I believe Your Word works. I believe the Gospel is power. I believe what Your Word says will produce results in my life.
Keep me simple and true. Your Word says, “For Christ sent me not to baptize, but to preach the gospel: not with wisdom of words, lest the cross of Christ should be made of none effect.” Help me not to rely on cleverness, hide behind explanations, or water down the message. Let me preach the Gospel plainly and let the cross stay central, so it doesn’t get emptied of its power.
I choose holiness. Your Word says, “Ye that love the Lord, hate evil: he preserveth the souls of his saints; he delivereth them out of the hand of the wicked.” I love You, and I hate evil. I hate what destroys people. I hate what dulls my spirit. I hate what grieves the Holy Ghost. Preserve me. Keep me clean. Deliver me from the hand of the wicked. Keep my heart tender. Keep my conscience clear. Keep me sharp and guarded.
Your Word says: “For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto us which are saved it is the power of God.” I believe the Gospel and the cross have power. I believe the message of Jesus still saves, delivers, breaks chains, opens blind eyes, and changes hearts. Use me to carry that power to people who need it.
So Father, I ask You to make my life fruitful in character, in purity, in discipline, in giving, in wisdom, in love, and in souls. Prune what needs pruning. Strengthen what needs strengthening. Correct what needs correcting. Keep me abiding in You, because without You I can do nothing.
I believe I receive Your help. I believe You’re working in me. I thank You that my life will bear much fruit and bring You glory. In Jesus’ Name, amen.
President / America / Israel
Heavenly Father, I come to You in Jesus’ Name, and I thank You for Your mercy, Your faithfulness, and Your Word that endures forever. Thank You that You hear me when I pray, and that it‘s good and acceptable in Your sight for me to bring supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks. 
I lift up my president and everyone in authority. I ask that You give them wisdom, clarity, and restraint. Help them make decisions that protect life, preserve peace, and uphold what is right. Let there be stability where there’s been confusion, and let integrity rise. I ask that our nation would be able to live a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty, and that You would turn hearts back to You, in Jesus’ Name. 
I ask for revival to come to America, not hype or noise, but real turning back to You. Turn us again, O Lord God of hosts. Cause Your face to shine, and we shall be saved. Bring conviction that produces repentance, and repentance that produces fruit. Let churches be filled with Your love and a holy, reverential fear of You. Raise up laborers that preach the Gospel clearly, and let the lost be saved, the brokenhearted be healed, and captives be set free. Let violence be restrained and wicked plans be exposed and stopped. I pray You would make Yourself real to them that they might be saved. Open eyes, draw hearts to Jesus, and let many recognize their Messiah, in Jesus’ Name. 
I also ask that You would give a spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him to our leaders, to the church, and to people across this land. Flood hearts with light, break deception, and let truth be loved again. Put a hunger for the Word back into homes, pulpits, and daily life. 
I thank You in advance for what You’re doing. Thank You for moving in our nation. Thank You for the peace of Jerusalem, for repentance where it needs to come, for bold preaching of the Gospel, and for salvation to come to many. I trust You, I look to You, and I give You the glory for it. In Jesus’ Name, amen.

I make a decision today that I will not sin against You by ceasing to pray for my church. I pray for them with love, faith, and consistency. Teach us the good and right way, and keep us on the path.
Let Your Word increase in our church. Let hunger for the Bible increase. Let understanding and obedience increase. Let the number of disciples multiply, real disciples, not just attenders. Let our church multiply in people, maturity, holiness, joy, and strength. Make us steady, fruitful, and a light in our city.
I pray for my Pastor. Strengthen my Pastor. Guard my Pastor’s heart and mind. Give fresh wisdom, fresh joy, and fresh anointing. Keep my Pastor’s spirit clean, motives pure, and courage strong. Give divine direction for every decision: what to say, what to do, what to build, what to stop, and what to focus on. Protect my Pastor’s family, health, and peace. Let them be encouraged and refreshed, and let them see the fruit of their labor.
I pray for the pastoral staff and every leader including: those serving in the background, those carrying weight, those who show up early and stay late. Strengthen them and unite them. Give them grace for the assignment. Let there be no burnout, division, or confusion. Let there be love, honor, loyalty, and joy. Help us comfort ourselves together and edify one another like Your Word says. Make our church a place where people get built up, not torn down.
I pray for our church finances. Thank You for being our Source. Bless this church with abundance for every good work. Bring increase with wisdom. Teach us stewardship and faithfulness. Provide everything needed for vision, outreach, buildings, missions, staff, equipment, and everything else. I ask You specifically to get our church out of debt. Give us strategy and favor. Bring in provision, remove waste, and multiply giving. Let there be a testimony that You did it.
I pray for the men’s ministry and the women’s ministry. Raise up strong men: men of prayer and purity, men who lead their homes, serve with humility, and love Your Word. Raise up strong women: women of faith, prayer, joy, and strength, women who disciple and build others up. Let both ministries be full of the Holy Ghost, full of love, and full of power. I pray for revival in my city: in our neighborhoods, in our schools, and in my workplace. Let there be a move of the Holy Spirit that touches normal everyday life. Let prayer rise, conviction come, and hearts soften. Let people be hungry for You again.
Teach us to agree together. I come into agreement with Your will for my church. I come into agreement with the prayers of other believers. I thank You that when we agree on earth concerning what we ask, it is done by our Father in heaven.
Just like You turned around Job’s situation when he prayed for his friends, I ask You to turn things around as I pray for my church. Let there be a restoring, an increase, and joy. Let there be double grace where we’ve had pressure and answered prayer that builds our confidence in You.
Thank You, Father, for hearing me. Thank You that Your eyes are open and Your ears are attentive to prayer in this place. Thank You that You love Your church, and You’re building it up. I praise You in advance for multiplication, for my Pastor, for the staff, for finances, for debt freedom, for strong ministries, for young people on fire, for a harvest of souls, and for revival in my city, schools, and workplace. In Jesus’ Name, amen.
Financial Needs Met / Debt Freedom
Heavenly Father,

I thank You that in the days of Acts there came a multitude bringing the sick and people vexed with unclean spirits, and they were all healed. Let that same healing power be real in my life and in my body. I thank You that the Gospel went forward and healing went everywhere, so I say today, as Your Word is preached and believed, healing works in me. Your healing isn‘t limited, it’s not rare, and it’s not far away. It belongs to me in Christ.
I fear Your Name and I honor You, and You said that the Sun of righteousness rises with healing in His wings. I receive that healing. Let Your healing rise over me: over my mind, over my nerves, over my organs, over my blood, over my bones, over my lungs, over my heart, and over every system in my body. I thank You for strength and for life. I thank You that I go forth, grow strong, and I’m not held back by weakness.
Thank You for the cross. You said Jesus was wounded for our transgressions and bruised for our iniquities, the chastisement of our peace was upon Him, and with His stripes we are healed. I stand on Your protection. You said no evil shall befall me, neither shall any plague come near my dwelling. So I declare that over my home and over my life. No plague comes near me. No evil comes near me. No hidden thing works against me. I thank You that You preserve me, protect me, and keep me.
Jesus said these signs follow them that believe. I believe. So I thank You for what follows believers: in Jesus’ Name devils are cast out, and anything that tries to attach itself to my body unlawfully has to go. I thank You that if I lay hands on the sick, they recover, so I lay hands on myself right now by faith, and I say: body, recover. Be healed. Be strong. Be restored. Line up with the Word of God. Every symptom leaves. Every pain leaves. Every weakness leaves. Every oppression leaves. Every attack stops now in Jesus’ Name.
Father, I thank You for divine health. I thank You for wholeness. I thank You for a body that functions like it’s supposed to function. I thank You for wisdom to take care of what You’ve given me, and I thank You that Your life is working in my mortal body.
I believe I receive healing. I believe I receive strength. I believe I receive long life. I believe I receive peace in my body and peace in my home. I give You the praise and the glory for it right now, in advance, because Your Word cannot fail. In Jesus’ Name, amen.
Repentance / Unforgiveness / Strongholds
Heavenly Father, 
I come to You in Jesus’ Name, and I obey Your Word, because You command all men everywhere to repent. I don’t want to make excuses or hide, and I don’t want to stay the same. I come honestly, and I ask You to search me and show me anything that needs to change.
I confess all of my sins, known and unknown, in Jesus’ Name. I repent of them in Jesus’ Name. I turn from anything that grieves You, anything that pulls me off course, anything that keeps me bound up in old patterns. Wash me, cleanse me, and forgive me. I believe I receive Your forgiveness by faith in Jesus’ Name.
Holy Spirit, lead me. I don’t want to be led by my flesh, my emotions, my past, or my habits. Your Word says that as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God, so I yield to Your leadership right now. Show me what to cut off, what to renew, what to surrender, and what to obey. Make my conscience tender again. Make my heart clean again. Restore my soul and lead me in the paths of righteousness for Your Name’s sake.
I also deal with unforgiveness right now. Your Word is clear, if I forgive men their trespasses, You forgive me, and if I refuse to forgive, I block what You want to do in my life. I choose to forgive. I forgive everyone who has hurt me, disappointed me, betrayed me, used me, mocked me, rejected me, or wounded me. I forgive them and I release them in Jesus’ Name. Your Word says to cast down imaginations and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, and to bring every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ, so I do that right now. I reject lies. I reject filthy thoughts. I reject fear and torment. I reject the old mental patterns that keep trying to come back. I choose truth. I choose the mind of Christ. I choose obedience.
Restore my soul. Return to me strength, joy, and clarity. Lead me in the paths of righteousness for Your Name’s sake. Teach me how to walk free and stay free. Teach me how to say no fast. Teach me how to guard my heart. Teach me how to forgive quickly and live clean. Make me consistent and whole.
And Father, I receive the cleansing, and I receive the change. Like Peter said, I repent in the Name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and I thank You that You fill me with the Holy Ghost: Fresh in-filling, fresh power, fresh desire for what’s right, fresh hatred for what’s evil, and fresh love for Your presence.
Thank You, Father, that You’re not finished with me. Thank You that You restore me. Thank You that freedom is mine, and newness is mine, and righteousness is mine in Christ. I believe I receive all of this by faith, and I walk it out today led by the Holy Spirit. In Jesus’ Name, amen.

Father, I come and take freely from the water of life (Revelation 22:17). Thank You for Your promises, for healing me, restoring me, and filling me with Your life. I declare that I walk in divine health, strength, and wholeness. In Jesus’ Name, amen.
